Full restoration of Cheung Ancestral Hall
was coordinated, planned and supervised by the
Antiquities and Monuments Office of the Leisure
and Cultural Services Department and the
Architectural Services Department. The works
commenced in mid 1998 and was completed in
1999 with skilful craftsmanship by a local
contractor. To mark the rehabilitation of the
