2. The performance area is located at the Plaza of the Sha Tin Town Hall. Please refer to the location map overleaf.

3. Auditioned and qualified performers may register for a performance session of 2 hours each from 11 a.m. to 6 p.m.
on Saturdays, Sundays and public holidays (except on dates and times reserved for special activities).

4. Performers may accept but shall not actively solicit any donation in appreciation of their performances.
5. Performers shall not display or sell any items or merchandise.
6. The Leisure and Cultural Services Department will not offer any fees or honoraria to the performers.

7. Performers and the content of their performances shall be similar to what have been auditioned. Unauditioned per-
formers shall not take part in the performance.

Eligibility Criteria

1. The applicant should be a Hong Kong resident aged 18 or above, and holder of a valid Hong Kong permanent iden-
tity card.

2. The number of performers in each performance should not exceed 8. There is no age limit for performers who
should be holders of valid Hong Kong permanent identity documents or valid travel documents indicating that they
are lawfully employable in Hong Kong.

3. Performers shall be auditioned by a panel and are welcome to reserve the venue after a successful audition.

Use of Performance
Area

(a) The performance shall take place at the designated performance area which measures
approximately 3 meters x 5 meters. The number of performers shall not be more than 8.
Each session of performance is limited to 2 hours.

(b) The Applicant shall be personally involved in the performance and be responsible for all
matters relating to the performance. If the Applicant is not one of the performers, he
shall be a key member of the production team and has to be present on site during the
performance to coordinate matters relating to the performance and the performers.

Content of
Performance

Performers and the content of their performances shall be similar to what have been audi-
tioned. Unauditioned performers are not allowed to take part in the performance. Per-
formers shall prominently display the letter of approval for use of the venue issued by the
venue management at the performance area during their performances.

Collection of
Donation

Performers may accept but cannot actively solicit any donations in appreciation of their per-
formances. If considered necessary, performers may place not more than one container
within the performance area for collection of donation. Display of price is not allowed.

Attendance of
Performer(s)

Performers shall report to the venue management staff at least 15 minutes before the com-
mencement of the performance session. Failure to report within the first 20 minutes of the
performance session will be considered as abstention, and the venue management staff has
the right to assign the performance area to other performers or cancel the activities for the
session.

Noise Control

Performers shall use small, battery-powered, portable amplifier. If amplification is neces-
sary, the equipment shall be placed within the performance area and operate at a reasonable
level. The sound volume produced by the performers during the performances shall meet
the requirements stipulated by the Environmental Protection Department and the performers
shall observe the Noise Control Guidelines for Music, Singing and Instrument Performing
Activities (see Appendix or browse the website: https://www.epd.gov.hk/epd/english/environ
mentinhk/noise/guide_ref/noise_guidelines.html) to ensure that noise levels from the activi-
ties should not be more than 10db above the prevailing background noise level which would
cause disturbance to others.

According to Clause 5 under Cap. 400 Noise Control Ordinance, any person who at any time
in any domestic premises or public place —

(a) plays or operates any musical or other instrument, including any record or cassette player
or radio or television apparatus;

(b) uses any loud-speaker, megaphone, or other device or instrument for magnifying sound;
(c) plays any game or engages in any pastime; or

(d) carries on a trade or business, the noise of which is a source of annoyance to any person
commits an offence.

Thus, venue management staff may stipulate the permissible sound volume or request the
performers to lower the sound volume according to the actual situation, and has the right to
stop the performance of performers who have offended the above rules.

Cleanliness

Performers shall keep the performance area clean during and after the performance; remove
all equipment, props, furniture and miscellaneous items immediately after the performance;
not to store or keep them anywhere of the venue; and return the performance area to the
venue management staff on time for the arrangement of the subsequent performances.

Environmental Protection Department
Noise Control Guidelines for Music, Singing and Instrument Performing Activities

Introduction

These guidelines are only applicable to noise from music, singing and instrument performance activities in places other
than domestic premises, public places or construction sites, and provide information to organizers for holding such activi-
ties (especially large scale activities in which extensive sound amplification systems are employed and would likely cause
noise disturbance to nearby noise sensitive receivers, such as residents) on noise control requirements and means for
minimising noise emission from the activities.

Noise control requirements

Noise levels from the activities (including rehearsal and main event) should not be more than 10 dB(A) above the pre-
vailing background noise level, as measured at one metre from the exterior building facade of any nearby noise sensitive
receivers, during day time and evening period, i.e. 7 a.m. to 11p.m. The noise levels from the activities shall be measured
in terms of Leq(15min.), 15-minute A-weighted equivalent continuous sound pressure level and the background noise
levels in terms of Leg(5min.), 5-minute A-weighted equivalent continuous sound pressure level. For the nighttime, i.e. 11
p.m. to 7 a.m., noise from the activities should not be audible within any nearby noise sensitive receivers.

Noise monitoring

The organizer should appoint an appropriate person to monitor the noise situation by means of sound level meters at a
nearby noise sensitive receiver, preferably the most affected one, as far as possible. If the organizer cannot gain access to
any nearby noise sensitive receiver for monitoring, noise monitoring shall be carried out at an accessible location where
the noise situation can best represent that at the nearby noise sensitive receiver. When noise monitoring is not carried out
at the most affected noise sensitive receiver, it may be necessary to adjust the measured noise levels from the activity to
reflect the noise levels at the most affected noise sensitive receiver taking into account of the difference in the noise
propagation paths (e.g. different distance and barrier effect). The appropriate person should also measure the background
noise levels before and after the activity, and monitor closely the noise levels during the activity. The appropriate person
should provide feedback to the organizer for immediate action, such as adjustment of the speaker output level, whenever
necessary for avoidance of any non-compliance with the above noise control requirements. Noise measurement in terms
of Leq(15mins.) should be conducted at least hourly throughout the activity, of which the results should be recorded
properly and submitted to the venue owner subsequently. The venue owner will provide the recorded measurements for
reference of Environmental Protection Department when requested for any necessary follow up investigation. The sound
level meters should comply with International Electrical Commission Publications 651:1979 (Type 1) and 804:1985
(Type 1), or be of a comparable professional quality.

Complaint hotline

The organizer should arrange to distribute advance notices to nearby residential buildings, hospitals or other noise sensi-
tive uses to alert the people of the date, time, venue and programme of the activity, and the complaint hotline to which
they can lodge their concern in case the noise from the activity is considered excessive.

Advance notice to nearby noise sensitive receivers

The organizer should arrange to distribute advance notices to nearby residential buildings, hospitals or other noise sensi-
tive uses to alert the people of the date, time, venue and programme of the activity, and the complaint hotline to which
they can lodge their concern in case the noise from the activity is considered excessive.

. Other recommended noise mitigation measures when PA or loudspeakers systems are used:

(a) to orientate stage to point away from the nearby noise sensitive receivers;

(b) to use a cluster of small power loudspeakers instead of a few large power loudspeakers; and

(c) to use directional loudspeakers and orientate them to point towards the audience and away from the nearby noise sen-
sitive receivers.

Rehearsal

Rehearsal might also cause noise disturbance. Testing of sound system should be shortened as much as practicable and
full blown rehearsal should be minimised. In all respects, actions mentioned in paragraphs 2 to 6 should also be imple-
mented including noise measurement. To minimize the inconvenience caused to nearby residents, rehearsal should be car-
ried out during the time period between 9 a.m. and 7 p.m.

Other related noisy activities

Other related noisy activities, such as preparation and tidying up of the venue, might also cause noise disturbance. In all
respects, actions mentioned in paragraphs 4 and 5 should also be implemented. To minimize the inconvenience caused to
nearby residents, such activities should be carried out during the time period between 9 a.m. and 7 p.m.
